SLIDE 3:
The Prayer of Faith:

Mark 11:24 Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you
have received it, and it will be yours.

SLIDE 4:
The Words of Faith:

Mark 11:23 "I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, 'Go, throw
yourself into the sea,' and does not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says
will happen, it will be done for him.

SLIDE 5:
I’M A REALIST:

One who ONLY faces the fact that life is full of problems.

SLIDE 6:
I’M A POSITIVE THINKER:

One who NEVER says, thinks, or acknowledges anything negative.

SLIDE 7:
HALF OF A REALISTIC PERSON:

One who sees the problems – One who doesn’t see God’s solutions.

One who doesn’t admit that there are problems – One who can’t apply God’s
solutions.
